ISRS Repeat Maintenance and DARwiInN:

How to Assign Alternate Grades and Condition Codes to Courses Receiving

Academic Forgiveness

Using an INCLTOP entry it is possible to assign an alternate grade to courses that have
been assigned a specific Repeat Code in ISRS. Once an alternate grade is assigned, a
DARwin Condition Code can be assigned to the course through the Grade Table. While
there are several Repeat Codes listed in ISRS, as shown in the table below, two for
which this INCLTOP entry is most useful are “7” and “8”": Academic Forgiveness.

ISRS Repeat Codes Used in ST1134UG

Indicator

Meaning

1

Count this course towards attempted credits but do not
count towards earned credits or in the GPA.

Count this course towards earned credits, attempted
credits and in the GPA.

Count the highest grade among the repeats to use in the
calculation of the GPA.

Count the lowest grade among the repeats to use in the
calculation of the GPA.

Use the average of the grades among the repeats for the
calculation of the GPA.

Count this course in the GPA until the grade from the
repeat course is received.

Academic Forgiveness - Do not count this course toward
attempted credits, earned credits or in the GPA.

NOTE: Earned credits for courses tagged with a 7 will be printed
in brackets on the transcript to signify "academic forgiveness".

Academic Forgiveness - Count this course toward
attempted credits and earned credits but do not count in
the GPA.

NOTE: Earned credits for courses tagged with an 8 will be
printed in brackets on the transcript to signify "academic
forgiveness".

Do not count this course toward attempted credits or
earned credits but count in the GPA.




To assign an alternate grade to courses with any of the Repeat Codes listed above, an
entry will need to be made in INCLTOP to let DARwin know how that alternate grade
should be assigned and what it is. Here is an example of how that entry should appear:
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The entry here is #RP for Repeat. The information in the parenthesis indicates that for
all courses with the Repeat Code of “7” the ISRS grade will be replaced with a grade of
“AF.” The “7,” according to the table above, is for Academic Forgiveness. The “R” is for
“Replace.” ltis telling DARwin to replace the ISRS grade with whatever follows the
comma after the “R.” In this case “AF” was chosen to represent “Academic
Forgiveness.” However, any meaningful character or symbol which is not yet in use in
the DARwin Grade Table can be used. While “R” is used here, there are two additional
options. The other options for how the grade is changed are “A” for “Append” and “P”
for “Prepend.” By placing one of these options in place of the “R” in the above example,
the following character or symbol will be added to the existing ISRS grade for a course
with the Repeat Code entered in the first position after the parenthesis.

Once a unique grade has been assigned to these courses, that grade must be entered
in the Grade Table. Once entered in the grade table a Condition Code can be assigned
for use in later processing. In the example shown below, a Condition Code of “n” is
being assigned. This Condition Code can now be used to either accept or reject
courses that have been given Academic Forgiveness from all requirements or just
specific requirements in an audit.
